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Lentocilin® (Benzathine Benzylpenicillin) for Syphilis Treatment in Adults

Background

e Due to a critical shortage of penicillin G benzathine (Bicillin® L-A) in Canada, Health Canada has permitted the
temporary importation of Lentocilin® S 1200".

e Lentocilin® can be used interchangeably with Bicillin® L-A and is prioritized for pregnant individuals, sexual
partners of pregnant individuals and infectious cases where adherence to treatment and follow up is uncertain®.

e Lentocilin® has the same active ingredient (benzathine benzylpenicillin), strength (1.2 million units) and route of
administration (intramuscular) as Bicillin® L-A, but has a different formulation, dosage form, reconstitution
requirement and presentation -3,

About Lentocilin®

Packaging and Presentation
Lentocilin® is provided as a prepackaged unit comprising a vial containing benzathine benzylpenicillin (1.2 million
units) as a white powder, and a glass ampule containing 1.5% lidocaine hydrochloride for reconstitution’.

Storage
Lentocilin® should be stored at room temperature (below 25°C) in its original package to protect from light and
moisture’.

Dosage (for adults and adolescents weighing = 40 kg)
e Primary, secondary and early latent syphilis: 2.4 million units in a single dose (injection at two different
sites)*.
e Late latent syphilis or of unknown duration: 2.4 million units (injection at two different sites) weekly for 3
consecutive weeks*.

Contraindications
e Lentocilin® is contraindicated in patients with previous hypersensitivity reactions to penicillin, cephalosporins
and other beta lactam antibiotics.
e Lentocilin® contains soy phospholipids and may cause hypersensitivity reactions in patients with a history of
allergy to soybeans’2.
e Lidocaine is contraindicated in patients with hypersensitivity to lidocaine or its inactive ingredients; or other
local anesthetics of the amide-type'=.

Reconstituting Lentocilin®

e Reconstitute immediately prior to administration.

Draw up 4 mL of lidocaine into syringe using aseptic techniques.
Disinfect the rubber stopper of the Lentocilin® vial with alcohol and
insert the needle through the center.

e  Without touching the powder at the bottom of the vial, carefully inject the
lidocaine towards the side of the vial, making it slide through the inner
wall of the vial. Do not inject the liquid directly into the powder. Remove
the needle from the vial.

¢ Rotate the vial tightly between hands for 20 seconds to homogenize the
suspension. Do not shake.

e Transfer immediately to the syringe.

Repeat above steps with the second prepackaged box to prepare the
second syringe.

e Proceed as soon as possible with standard bilateral Ventrogluteal (VG)

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Things to Note:
e The final volume of reconstituted Lentocilin® is ~4 mL per syringe'2.
e Use a minimum 18-gauge hypodermic needle for administration®2. Do not use a blunt filter needle for the
injection. If the needle gets blocked, replace it with a new needle’”.
e Only inject into the Ventrogluteal site. Injection into smaller muscles increases the risk of abscess and
injection near nerves is considerably more painful and may cause permanent nerve damage’.
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
